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The Choice of Topics for Oral Chinese Textbooks

Abstract: This research explores the best possible choice of topics when we edit the oral Chinese
textbooks for foreign learners through an analysis of the foreign learners”topics of lecture. Through
an analysis of the statistics, we have summarized their preference of topics as follows: the topics on
Chinese society and culture(48. 94%) , the topics on personal information(14. 04 %) , the universal top-
ics(13.19%) , the topics on language(9. 79%) , the topics on one’s own country(8. 09%) ,and the top-
ics on the differences between China and foreign learners’ own country (5. 96%). The research also
summarizes the preference distribution related to their different levels and different nationalities.
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
